INM Release 2.0 Powers Closed Loop Threat Mitigation Using Network-wide Traffic
Monitoring and Comprehensive Threat Analysis

mance and total solutions leader for end-to-end switching and routing, today announced
IronView® Network Manager Release 2.0 (INM R2.0) with the industry’s most scalable,
cost-effective network security solution. INM R2.0 is the next generation of Foundry’s
centralized management offering, delivering a broad range of powerful features designed to
configure, secure, and scale Foundry’s wired, wireless, and application traffic management
solutions. To provide network-wide security, INM R2.0 leverages sFlow® traffic monitoring,
embedded in Foundry switches and routers, and open source security applications and tools,
such as SNORT®, to deliver highly scalable security and threat mitigation, without the cost of
ancillary security sensors.

“Security is a top concern for I'T managers, but it is difficult to design scalable solutions that are
easily managed and implemented at a reasonable cost,” said Bob Schift, vice president and
general manager, enterprise business unit for Foundry Networks. “Organizations are looking for
scalable and cost-eftective security solutions that can detect and prevent network attacks. INM
R2.0 enables a closed-loop security solution leveraging features embedded in Foundry products
together with open source tools and security applications to build self-protecting networks. This
solution can scale to protect networks of any size without the escalating costs of dedicated
security appliances. Additionally, this open architecture facilitates the rapid addition of new
security features and capabilities.”

The basis for Foundry’s closed loop security solution is the ability of Foundry’s switches and
routers to monitor traffic flows using embedded sFlow packet sampling. sFlow packets, collected
by the Foundry switches and routers, are sent to the INM server where the data is converted for
analysis by SNORT or other open source security applications that scan for threat signatures. In
response to a positive signature match, INM will automatically send a command to the edge
switch or router to throttle or disable the port on which the threat was detected.

INM R2.0 also includes a number of features for enhanced discovery, configuration, deployment,
troubleshooting, and management of Foundry’s wired and wireless network infrastructure
products. With these new enhancements and the closed loop security control capability, INM

R 2.0 delivers the scalability, security, and flexibility organizations need to cost-effectively manage
their converged network resources.
