It supports four half-slot port
modules and has a switching capacity of 384 gigabits per second (Gbps). The Biglron RX-8 is
seven rack units in height, supports eight half-slot port modules and has a switching capacity of
768 gigabits per second. The Biglron RX-16 is fourteen rack units in height, supports sixteen
half-slot port modules, and has a switching capacity of 1.536 terabits per second with 64 ports
of wire-speed 10GbE. High performance environments including Internet exchanges and high
performance computing installations will be able to take advantage of this massive density and
horsepower.
